LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made this ___day of . 2004, by and between

the CITY OF VIRGINIA, Mihnesot'a, a municipal corporation, party of the first part, hereinafter
referred to as “Lessor”, and the VIRGINIA YOUTH HOCKEY ASSOCIATION, party of the

second part, hereinafier referred to as “Lessee”.

WITNESSETH:

That in consideration of the agreements and covenants hereinafter set forth to be fulfilled
by the Lessee, Lessor hereby lets and demises unto the said Lessee for the hockey season during
the winter, the following aescﬁbed premises known as the Miner’s Memorial Building, including
the Multi-Purpose (Back) Building, located on part of the following described land, to-wit: |

Southwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (SW 1/4 of SE 1/4),
Section Seven (7), Township Fifty-Eight (58), Range Seventeen (17) West,

to have and to hold said premises unto said Lessee for the following purposes, to-wit: the
mainténance and scheduling for open hockey, practice and games in the Multi-Purpose (Back)
Building and practice and games in the Miners Memorial Building starting on October 22, 2005
and continuing through March 12, 2006; starting on October 21, 2006 and continuing through
March 111,: 2007; ~starting 'bri October 20, 2007 and continuing through March 9, 2008: starting on
October 18, 2008 and continuing thfough March 8, 2009; and starting on October 17, 2009 and
continuing through March 7, 2010. (These are corresponding dates to the 2004-2005 season.)
This Lease Agreement will continue and remain in effect until Lessee’s hockey season

ends on March __, 2010. The Lessee shall pay to the Lessor as rent the following amounts:




Hockey Season Amount

2005-2006 $10,000.00
2006-2007 $10,300.00
2007-2008 $10,609.00
2008-2009 $10,918.00
2009-2010 $11,245.00

In addition, Lessee shall put Five Thousand and No/100ths Dollars (85,000.00) for each hockey
season into a fund (Capital Improvement Fund) to be used for maintenance in the Back Building.
The parties hereto further agree to the following terms and conditions:
1. The Lessee shall take out and maintain during the life of this Ag;eemé;ht, liability

insurance in the amounts specified below. The Lessee shall providc Lessor with a copy of its
certificate of insurance for liability on its activities prior to the beginning of each hockey season:

Coverage Limits of Liability
Bodily Injury $ 500,000 each person
Liability $ 1,000,000 aggregate

It is understood and agreed that Lessee’s insurance coverage only applies to persons
registered with USA Hockey and/or Minnesota Hockey. Lessor’s insurance coverage will apply

when Lessee’s coverage does not.

2. Timgé for practice and games shall be mutually agreed upon by the Director of Parks
and Recreation, hereinafter referred to as “Director” and the Virginia Youth Hockey Scheduling
Coordinator, hereinafter referred to as “Scheduler”. Scheduling for utilization of the Multi-
Purpose (Back) Building shall be under the control and sole discretion of the Youth Hockey
scheduler. For exceptions see section 6. In the event that the number of hours for youth hockey
are reduced, the Director and Scheduler shall mutually agree upon the 1escheduling of those
hours. The Scheduler shall also be responsible for the scheduling of supervision, age eighteen
(18) or older, to supervise the activities of all open hockey and all organized and unorganized -
practices. Supervisors/Coaches will be required to keep a log with the names of all attendees,
including the supervisor(s), participating in open hockey. Supervisors/Coaches must have all
attendees conform to the rules of the facility including the wearing of the designated and proper
safety equipment. Supervisors/Coaches will be responsible for the conduct of attendees in the
Multi-Purpose (Back) Building safeguarding against vandalism, assisting the City by securing the
facility after scheduled hours and regulating the use of all utilities by shutting off of lights and
keeping the doors closed.
