RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF A 2007 SPECIAL LEGISLATIVE SESSION TO CONSIDER THE
OMNIBUS TAX BILL

WHEREAS, the Minnesota Legislature, in its 2007 regular session, passed the 2007 Omnibus Tax Bill
(House File No. 2268); and,

WHEREAS, the Omnibus Tax Bill contained provisions, including:

- homestead property tax refunds

- increases in local government aid, which would benefit cities, counties and townships
- veterans’ benefits

- higher education tuition deductions

- incentives for farm and business expansion; and,

WHEREAS, the regular legislative session of the 2007 Legislature has now ended; and,

WHEREAS, the Omnibus Tax Bill was vetoed by Minnesota Governor Tim Pawlenty on May 30, 2007;
and,

WHEREAS, enactment of the Omnibus Tax Bill would be a great benefit for the taxpayers of
Minnesota, especially property taxpayers; and,

WHEREAS, a special session should only be convened if there is a pre-agreed agenda that includes
provisions similar to the tax bill passed at the end of the Legislative session, including $70 million in the Local
Government Aid program and no levy limits; and

WHEREAS, a special session would permit the enactment of the Omnibus Tax Bill,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
s MINNESOTA THAT this Council requests that the Governor of the State of Minnesota,
Tim Pawlenty, convene a special legislative session without delay to enact the 2007 Omnibus Tax Bill.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
THAT this Council urges the Governor and State Legislature to reach an agreement on a tax bill that includes at
least $70 million in the Local Government Aid program and does not constrict the ability of municipalities to
generate revenue for municipal services.

The following is our proposal to provide design services for renovations to the Miners Arena located in
Virginia, MN. The Project scope of work, schedule and associated design fees are described in this

proposal.

1. PROJECT SCOPE OF WORK:
For the purposes of this proposal, the project is as described in this section.

1. Replacement of the existing ice sheet and ice plant. This work shall be procured via a
performance based bid document. The engineering and responsibility of this system shall be
by the Refrigeration Contractor.

Engineer; Tennis for All Board - George Erickson, Bob Prittinen; John Bachman,
Park/Recreation Director; Mike Biondich, Team Coordinator; Lois Roskoski, Deputy
City Clerk; Tom Butorac, City Attorney; Quentin Bloomquist

City Clerk/Finance Director Lackner reviewed the status of the outstanding revolving loans as
of May 31, 2007.

City Clerk/Finance Director Lackner reviewed the five year lease with Lamar Advertising
Company for the billboard at 604 North 6™ Avenue, with an annual rental fee of $1,000 per year.

Moved by Lindberg and supported to approve the five year lease with Lamar for the
billboard at 604 North 6" Avenue, with an annual rental fee of $1,000 per year, contingent upon
the All Community Reunion sign remaining until the reunion next year. Motion carried.

The Finance Committee reviewed the request from Police Chief Waldron to submit a grant
application to the Minnesota Department of Public Safety for the purchase of two defibrillators, at a
cost of $3,000/each and four cameras, at a cost of $5,000/each for the squad cars. There is a 25 percent
match requirement by the City and the deadline to submit an application is June 28, 2007.

Moved by Lindberg and supported to authorize the Police Chief to submit a grant
application to the Minnesota Department of Public Safety, Office of Justice Programs, for the
purchase of defibrillators and cameras for the squad cars. Motion carried.

Park/Recreation Director Bachman stated his department could rebuild the bocce ball courts
after the season is over with materials that are on hand. Park/Recreation Director Bachman also
offered to move the starter shack building from the golf course to the bocce ball court as a storage
building. Mayor Gentilini requested that Park/Recreation Director Bachman meet with Mary Brady
once the building is moved to the bocce ball courts to discuss their need for shelving in the storage
building.

City Clerk/Finance Director Lackner stated he requested a two week extension from the State
Auditor for filing the 2006 Audited Financial Statements and Reporting Form.

George Erickson, Tennis for All Committee, stated the committee has raised $781,000 to date,
including City’s $90,000 contribution.

City Clerk/Finance Director Lackner recommended a start date of September 1, 2007, for the
Tennis Manager’s contract, as the building will not be ready until August 1%,



Bob Prittinen requested the City’s help in asking HG Harvey to complete the tennis building by
August 1%, Lead Engineer Hennis stated he will call HG Harvey regarding the deadline for the project
and will also ask John Gerzina, Architect, to prepare a change order to install the doors between the
two buildings. George Erickson and Bob Prittinen will mark the low spot in the floor in the tennis
building.

Councillor Lindberg expressed concern regarding the year-to-date loss for the golf course
restaurant. Park/Recreation Director Bachman stated the menu items may have to be recalculated, due
to the increase in food costs.

City Attorney Butorac stated the tennis manager could be included on the City’s liability
insurance policy and recommended allowing the Tennis for All Board to hire the tennis manager under
the draft contract. Other employees at the facility would be casual employees hired at minimum wage.

Councillor Lindberg asked if the golf pro could be hired to manage the tennis facility after the
golf course closes. City Attorney Butorac stated the tennis manager would work eight or nine months a
year and be on call during the summer months, in case additional help is required during summer
tournaments. Bob Prittinen stated they would like the tennis manger to be qualified to teach tennis.

Moved by Lindberg and supported to authorize the Tennis for ALl Board to begin the
process to hire a manager for the tennis facility, with a start date of September 1, 2007. Motion
carried.

Bob Prittinen reviewed the rates for the tennis facility and stated a rate of $20/hour per court
will be added for out-of-town non-members.

Councillor Peterson entered the meeting at 9:50 AM.

City Attorney Butorac recommended that the Tennis for All Board meet quarterly with the
Finance Committee to give an update.

City Clerk/Finance Director Lackner reviewed the year-to-date budget as of May 31, 2007, and
recommended holding off on the large capital items as long as possible. City Clerk/Finance Director
Lackner also stated labor costs will increase by approximately $200,000 for 2008, due to the new union
contracts. The Finance Committee will review the half-time Library employee that has been working
full-time at the next meeting.

Mayor Gentilini stated the Virginia Foundation denied the grant to repair the City Hall cupola
and stated she will also submit an application to the Iron Range Resources for the project.

Meeting adjourned at 10:25 A.M.

Councillor Baranzelli stated the Police Chief and Lead Engineer met with Iron Trail Motors to
request that they unload the vehicles in their parking lot, instead of on the public street. Lead Engineer
Hennis stated it is not against the current City ordinance to unload the vehicles on a public street and
the City could to adopt an ordinance to require car dealerships to unload vehicles on their property.
Eleanor Spehar requested that the City designate the area between the second driveway into Kentucky
Fried Chicken and the first entrance into Iron Trail Motors as no parking and to paint the curb yellow.
Councillor Lindberg stated it will be a problem for Iron Trail Motor to unload on the street when
Menard’s opens.

Mayor Gentilini stated she will talk with the owner of Iron Trail Motors and request their
cooperation in unloading the vehicles on their property.

Lead Engineer Hennis recommended that Mrs. Spehar talk to the other residents in the 1200
block of 17™ Street South and see if they want no parking on the entire block. This issue will be added
to the next month’s Public Safety Committee agenda.

Betty Babich requested that a “Children at Play” sign be installed at the west end of the alley of
the 500 block of 8 % Street South.

Moved by Lindberg and supported to place a “Watch for Children” sign in the alley of
the 500 block of 8 % Street South. Motion carried.

Mrs. Babich exEressed concern regarding the placement and height of the “Do Not Enter” sign
at the intersection of 6™ Avenue and 8 ¥ Street South and requested that the sign be lowered to make it
more visible for drivers. Lead Engineer Hennis stated the sign is at the required height and is currently
visible to vehicles coming from the north and south.

Mayor Gentilini reviewed the request from Dianna Salsbury to hold a block party in the 200
block of 3™ Street South from 12:00 Noon to 5:00 P.M. on Sunday, July 29, 2007. Lead Engineer
Hennis recommended that the Public Works Department provide the residents with barricades to block
the street during the party.

Moved by Lindberg and supported to approve the request from Dianna Salsbury to hold
a block party in the 200 block of 3" Street South on Sunday, July 29, 2007, and to authorize the
Public Works Department to provide barricades to the residents to block the street from 12:00
Noon to 5:00 P.M. Motion carried.

Joyce Rude stated the City Council previously approved the installation of crosswalk signage
and markings at the intersection of 13™ Street South and 13" Avenue in February, but it has not been
done. Mayor Gentilini requested that the Public Works Department be reminded of the Council
directive.



Joyce Rude also stated the “Do Not Enter” sign at 14™ Avenue and 13" Street South is missing
and requested that the sign be reinstalled. Mayor Gentilini requested that the Public Works
Department be directed to replace the sign.

City Attorney Butorac stated Family Drug would like to put up a LED sign and stated the
request will be referred to the Planning/Zoning Commission and Street/Alley Committee, as there is
currently a moratorium on the LED type signs. Councillor Lindberg stated the requests should be
reviewed on a case by case basis.

Lead Engineer Hennis reviewed the request from Joe Sopp to harvest the grass at the former
gas plant site for his cattle and stated he will provide proof of liability insurance.

Moved by Lindberg and supported to authorize Joe Sopp to harvest the grass at the
former gas plant site. Motion carried. '

City Attorney Butorac gave an update on the radio station license and does not see a problem
with the City obtaining the license. City Attorney Butorac suggested that the City have a plan in place
by the time the license is received.
